A new ITV recertification course entitled School Counseling - Effective 

Strategies for Program and Personal Success developed by instructor Dr. 
Ron Miles and produced as a cooperative effort between the State Department of 
Education’s Office, ITV and ETV provides key information and process details for 
all school guidance counselors. Important initiatives and operations for all grade 
levels are discussed. The video course focuses on providing South Carolina 
educators with useful ideas and resources. The eight lessons are each 
approximately one-hour in duration. Part One, consisting of four lessons is 
"Implementing a Comprehensive School Counseling Program" and Part Two, 
consisting of four lessons is "Professional School Counselors - Making a 
Difference."  The content has been taken from the 2005–06 and 2004–05 School 
Counseling Updates and Strategies programs with Dr. Miles adding additional 
material. The outcomes of these sessions will include counselor awareness of 
current and timely professional information, counselor adherence to legal and 
ethical guidelines, and counselor enhancement of their roles and relationships 
within schools.  

All class meetings will take place through distance learning. The instructor 
and participants will communicate via Blackboard—the course platform on the 
Internet. The course manager will set up your account in Blackboard. You must 
have a valid e-mail address to enable us to set up your account. Assignments 
and discussion forums will be facilitated in Blackboard and participation will be 
monitored/evaluated. 

 
Course Requirements 
Participants are required to: 
1. Complete the Blackboard online tutorial. Participants will view the 

Blackboard online tutorial at StreamlineSC. To assist in this task, use 
the ITV web site: www.itv.scetv.org.

Sign in using your 
school user ID and password. Once you have logged in, enter 
Blackboard in the “search” box. View the video Blackboard Online

in the “search” box. View the eight course lessons in School 
Counseling Effective Strategies. 

3. Complete discussion questions related to the video lessons via 
Blackboard discussion group and share what you have learned in the 
lessons that could be applicable to your school setting.
